ORDER OF DeMOLAY

ARTICLE I

NAME OF THE REGION

Section 1.
This Region, by authority of the Executive Officer of Washington DeMolay, shall be known as ________________ REGION of the Order of DeMolay. It shall be governed first by the statutes of DeMolay International of Order of DeMolay; secondly, the By Laws of Washington DeMolay; and lastly by these By-Laws.

ARTICLE II

MEETINGS

Section 1.
The meetings of the _______________ Region shall be held at least once a quarter at a place to be determined by the Region Master Councilor(s), with the approval of the Region Deputy and advance notification to the Chapters in the Region.  The first meeting shall be within 30 days following the State Convention. Subsequent meetings will be at least every 3 months.  The last meeting will be the Region Conclave and is to be held within 60 days prior to but not later than the 2 weekends before the State Convention and will not be held at the same time as another Region's Conclave.  

Section 2.
Region Meetings will consist of at least one DeMolay delegate from each Chapter in the Region and business will be conducted when a quorum of all Chapters are represented.  Activities planned around these meetings will be in good taste and productive to the welfare of the entire Region - in other words it must be FUN!  All plans at these meetings must be approved by the Region Deputy at least 30 days prior to the event.

ARTICLE III

TERM OF OFFICE

Section 1.
The Region Master Councilor shall be elected every year at the Region Conclave; the installation of this officer shall be held at State Convention.  Every DeMolay member from the Chapters in the Region have the right to attend the Region Conclave and cast a single vote for those approved to run for Region Representative.
Section 2.
This Section may be repealed at any time by the Executive Officer of Washington DeMolay, with consultation of the State Master Councilor and Region Deputy.  To run for Region Master Councilor, the DeMolay must be a Past Master Councilor (or within 60 days following State Convention). He is to be proficient in the memory work of Master Councilor for opening and closing along with both Degrees and must repeat these ritual parts from memory to the Region Deputy prior to election.  He must have his 1st Leadership Correspondence Course completed. A letter of intent will be required to be submitted to the Region Deputy at least 15 days prior to the Region Conclave. Approval of all candidates for office will come from the Region Deputy at least 10 days prior to the Region Conclave.
ARTICLE IV

FINANCIAL

Section 1.
The Region Master Councilor is responsible for having fundraisers to fund all expenditures incurred by his programs throughout his term of office. With proper financial planning he will be eligible for reimbursement, with the approval of the Region Deputy, for any expenses incurred during his term.
Section 2.
The Region shall pay the registration fees for State Convention for the Region Master Councilor providing there is at least $500.00 in the Region account prior to start of registration and with the approval of the Region Deputy.  

SECTION V

DISCIPLINARY AUTHORITY
Section 1.
Disciplinary Authority for actions of the Region Master Councilor is at the discretion of the Executive Officer of Washington DeMolay with consultation of the State Master Councilor and Region Deputy.
ARTICLE VI

AMENDMENTS

Section 1.  
All amendments to these By-Laws will be submitted for review by a committee made up of the Region Deputy, Region Master Councilor  and a DeMolay representative from each Chapter in the Region. Once reviewed, they will be presented and read at a Region Meeting.
Section 2.
The vote on the amendment(s) will be held at the next Region Meeting.  Passing of the amendment(s) require a two-thirds (2/3) majority of the DeMolay members present.  Amendment(s) will become effective once approved by the Executive Officer of Washington DeMolay.
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
